Russia; canonized by Russian Orthodox
Church (1547).

Alexander ] (1888 ~1934).
King of Yugoslavia (1923~1934), pro-
claimed kingdom of Serbs, Croats, and
Slovenes (1918), established royal dic-
tatorship (1929), took name Yugoslavia
and assassinated by Croatian separa-
tists.
