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Abstract

In this paper, the author gives a analytical structure of nor-
mal political logic, which consists of three parts: political rea-
sonapility, governing principle and political arrangements.

Plato began with the discussion of the ideal man and ideal
city, and turned politics into knowledge, which was his political
principle of Philosopher-King ruleship. And he didn't give any
role for political institutions in his Republic. It is just due to this
principle that has given chances to totalitarianism.

Though Aristotle was also looking for the ideal city, he rec-
ognized the feasibility of a private sphere and paid more atten-
tion to those evils in human nature. Thus he was willing to intro-
duce the sovereign of law and focused on the corresponding
establishments, which laid the foundation for modern constitu-
tionatlism.

Due to his insisting that individual rights should be wholly,
not partially, transferred to the sovereign, and what is moré,
due to his fear of anarchy, Hobbes, who began with the self-
preservation of individual as his primary political principle, put
forward the principle that everything should be at the
sovereign’s disposal. Thus his political logic ended in absolut-
ism, though beginning in liberalism.
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Starting at the point of his three principles of life, freedom
and property, and due to his recognition of the evil in human
nature and of the truth that power would probably lead to cor-
ruption, Locke insisted that the law should be the sovereign,
and he put forward a series of institutions for its practice, from
which the political logic of liberalism could be deduced.

Rousseau insisted that every citizen should transfer his
freedom to the sovereign, which, as he thought, meant not the
loss. But the realization of one’s freedom, and then all power
should belong to the sovereign. His design couldn't be em-
bodied in constitutions, but in civil religion, which was bound
to lead to some kind of moral absolutism.

In Hegel's State of Reason, which was deduced from his
Absolute Spirit, the state was the monopolist of all the moral re-
sources, and was above individual and society. So, though he
had paid attention to individual, law and society, he had no
way out but to rely on the sovereign, in which the Reason is
embodied. In his design, he only considered how to strength-
en the power of the king, and what was implied in his political
logic was statism.

Then comes the Second Part of this dissertation, a com-
parative study on the questions and thinkers invdlved, within
the same analytical structure.

The reasonability of politics tells the reason why we need
politics and the state. This section is dealing with the relation
between anarchism and political reasonability, morality and
politics, man and good life and freedom, individual and socie-
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ty and state, order and justice and politics, and so on.

Governing Principle, which means what kind of politics is
in need, should be defined by political object implied in politi-
cal reasonability. The author has discussed the theoretical
foundation for the principle of the Rule of Law, and other rele-
vant sub-questions, for example, the relationship between
knowledge and politics, between human nature and politics,
between power and law, freedom and law, and between duty
and right.

"The political arrangements, including the principle of the
arrangements and practical arrangements, should be consist-
ent with political principle and political object. There are two
kinds of principles of the arrangements, one called Anti-Evil
Principle, another called Pro-Good Principle. Practical ar-
rangements are concerned with property and market, constitu-
tion, check and balance, democracy, independence of juris-
diction, mass media and public opinion, etc.

Man needs politics; politics needs the rule of law; the rule
of law needs political arrangements. Politics guarantees free-
dom and order; law and political arrangements suppress the
evil in human nature; education and morality promote the good
in human nature. Unless all these have been taken into consid-
eration, we can't have human nature developed and can't have
freedom and happiness for each human being.
