Solar System
Our solar system is made up of the Sun and the objects that
orbit it. These include the nine planets and their moons, as well

as asteroids, comets and meteors.

The Sun is at the centre of the solar system and has a mass
740 times greater than all the planets combined. It is this mass
that holds the planets and other objects in their orbits through
gravity.

Rocky Worlds AND Gas Giants

Most of the matter from which the planets formed consisted
of hydrogen and helium. The planets nearest the Sun—Mercury,
Venus, Earth and Mars—were too warm to hold on to these
plentiful light gases and instead became small worlds of rock and
metal. Farther from the Sun, where temperatures were very
low, the planets attracted huge amounts of hydrogen and
helium. They became the gas giants—Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus
and Neptune.

Asteroids AND Comets
Between the orbits of Mars and Jupiter is a band of space
where asteroids—rocks as big as mountains—are common. This

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is the asteroid belt. Occasionally asteroids collide. When this
happens, bits break off that may eventually arrive on Earth as
meteorites. A vast cloud of frozen comets is thought to lie much
farther from the Sun than Pluto. This cloud, which may be 100
times farther from the Sun than the Earth is, marks the outer
edge of the solar system.
