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About the Author

My name is Zhang Fengzhu. I was born in Tagang town-
ship, Meizhou district, Guangdong province in April 1936. This
is a typical Hakka village, which bears the tradition that attaches
great importance to education. Many people went abroad to study
further in USA, Germany, or Japan, etc. As a boy, I was edified
and influenced in this cultural atmosphere.

My father passed away when I was a child, so I had to work
at the age of fifteen. Soon, I became a headmaster of the central
primary school. In 1957 I entered the Chinese department of
Zhongshan University. In the course of studying, I cherished the
opportunity very much. As I studied on campus, I tried my best
to absorb knowledge while I took good care of my family. No
matter when it was summer holidays or winter vacation, I made
full use of spare time to study. Many excellent professors and
scholars had deep effect on me such as Chen Yinque, Rong Geng,
Shang Chengzuo, Zhan Antai, Huang Haizhang etc. I am very
grateful to them all my life.

After graduation, I went to border area to work, responding
to the Party and Motherland’s summon. I worked in Inner Mon-
golia Radio Station and Inner Mongolia TV Station as editor, re-

porter in news or literature & art. I am familiar with various jobs




in broadcast industry.

I made three achievements to promote Inner Mongolia’s cul-
ture, In 70s, 1 was temporarily transferred to the Central Broad-
cast Administration Bureau to organize a research group with Song
Tiezheng and Xu Yusong, on purpose of studying various art
forms. Finally, we wrote 5 reports about paean, Red Guards in
Grassland Saw Chairman Mao, Haolaibao (some kind of art form
in Grassland), Andaiwu (some kind of dance in Grassland). We
suggested that the superior government departments take off the
caps “Big Poisonous Grass” of these art works and broadcast them
through the Central Radio Station and The Central TV Station.
Later on, people all over the country could see these works.
Then, I did field work with the historian Cai Jiagi in Elunchun
minority autonomous region, and compiled the book “Elunchun
minority Folk Literature” with Mr. Cai, published by Inner
Mongolia Press. The third work is the conference 1 sponsored in
Huhehaote (the capital of Inner Mongolia) city 1978. The theme
of this conference is about China TV news & TV documentary,
special subject of north to Yangtse (for short, North Confer-
ence). I released the theme thesis Authenticity is the Power of
TV News, which was published in Beijing Broadcasting Institute
Transaction in the second issue in 1979. Later, it was included
in Theory of Radio and TV Series. »

I was transferred to Beijing Broadcasting Institute to prepare
to construct the major of editing and interview in literature and art
in 1979. I was the dean of Literature and Art Department. I
taught Film Art Panorama, Radio TV Literature and art Panora-
ma, Analysis of refined works of home and abroad, and aesthetics
of acoustics etc. I used to be a lecturer, an associate professor, a
professor till now a doctor tutor.

Now, I am professor, doctor tutor in the Department of Lit-
erature and Art in Film and TV School, the head of Film and TV
Art Research Institute; syndic of China Film Scholars Associa-
tion, juridical person and chairman of Film & TV academy in

China colleges; researcher in China and Canada Information Com-
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munication Center. Recently, I work for China People University
copy material “Film & TV Art” part-time; Editing commissioner
of Modern Communication. and engaged as part-time professor by
Sichuan University, Shandong University, Shanghai Communica-
tions University. I enjoy the allowance for experts with special
achievements, granted by the State Department.

My major achievements include the following books like Re-
search on Literature and art Radio, Basic Theory and Techniques
of Film & TV, Aesthetics of Acoustics, Guide Theory of Film
& TV Art, Sound Image Art of TV, Discussion about Film &
TV Plays. I am the editor in chief of the collection of Literature
and Art of Radio and TV, Broadcast Literature and Art, China
TV Literature and Art, Cutting Edge of Film and TV Art, New
Theory of Film & TV Art; compiling commissioner of TV Art
Dictionary, China and Foreign Famous Films Dictionary, China
and Foreign TV Encyclopaedia, 20™ Century China Academic
