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Abstract

By taking a close look at the morality education process from the per-
spectives of philosophy, education, psychology and sociology and especially
from the angle of philosophy, the book makes a careful examination on
morality education process and expects to reach a more overall, profound
and scientific conclusion. To achieve the above aim, this book uses the fol-
lowing methods: 1. The unity of historical and logical methods, and logical
method as the principal one. On the analysis of morality education process
history, the book organizes in a logical way all the related contents and es-
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tablishes a systematic structure and a substantial theoretical research. 2.
Combination of multiple subjects. The book makes a combination of re-
search methods of the related subjects, especially moral philosophy and
moral psychology, so as to broaden the view and mind and overcome the
blind spots and defects in the field.

The book begins with the introduction , which covers the significance
of the research, analylizes the condition of morality education process re-
seadch and suggests the perspectives and approaches of morality education
process research.

The first chapter is the study of the nature of morality education pro-
cess. It starts with a systematic examination of the ancient and present,
Chinese and intemational morality education theories from philosophical
point of view, points out that morality education process is the chief process
which is put up in the activities of the combination of the educator’s guid-
ance in value and the educated’s self-establishment and reveals the quality
of ideological subject and the nature of morality education process.

The second chapter makes a research on the law of morality educational
process. This chapter first analyzes different views in the field and discusses
the methods of the research and how to determine the law of morality educa-
tion process. And then it makes a research on its basic law and points out
two basic ones: the law that morality educational activity and ideological
condition of the educated are mutually restricted, and the law that morality
educational process and its elements and social historical conditions are mu-
tually restricted.

The third chapter approaches the source and motivation of the develop-
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ment and changes in the morality education process the basic contradic-
tions and specific contradictions. It analyzes the types, characteristics and
causes of the contradictions in morality education process and more objec-
tively points out how to realize the conversion of the contradictions and how
to quicken morality education process.

The fourth chapter makes a research on the mechanism of morality edu-
cation process. This chapter deals with the mechanism on the macro-layer
and the micro-layer. Macro-mechanism focuses on guidance mechanism,
power mechanism and controlling mechanism while the micro-mechanism on
the mechanism of guidance, instruction and dredging, living mechanism
and situational mechanism. At the end of the chapter is the discussion of
the establishment of the ideological morality of the educated.

The fifth chapter concems the phase model of morality education pro-
cess . This chapter first makes a comparison, analysis and evaluation of the
phase model of ancient and present morality education process both in China
and abroad. Then it analyzes and reflects the morality education model that
occupies a dominant position in morality education of our country. Finally,
it points out the orientation and pursuit of value built up in morality educa-
tion process.

The sixth chapter discusses the experience, which is the main form
that constructs the ideological morality of the educated and builds up the
ideological morality subject. This part explains the function of experience in
morality education and the formation of the morality of the educated, ana-
lyzes the mechanism of experience construction and comes up with a struc-
ture of the experience activity.
