ABSTRACT

Through meta-sociological exploration and discussion, this book comes to the conelusion
that the emergence of sociology as an independent intellectual discipline concurred with the
rise of modemity. With the aim to interpret development and consequence of modernization,
sociology investigates the transformation and the consequence from traditional society to mod-
em society. It was not only the response to the rise of nation-states, emergence of modemnity,
surge of Industrial Revolution and tremendous social structural change, but also the direct re-
sult of the progress of modemity and differentiation-integration of the human scientific knowl-
edge. Therefore, it seems that ever since its birth the destiny of sociology has been indis-
pensable from modernity and modernization.

The historical development of sociology looks like a sine curve, in which the three social
theories of positivism, humanism and criticism cover the peak in tum. Further more, these
three sociological traditions, pioneered by the three classical sociological masters of Emile
Durkheim, Max Weber and Karl Marx respectively, have constituted the three stages of clas-
sical, modem and contemporary sociological study. Their simultaneous presence in sociology
represents three different orientations of sociological study method, which are positivistic, hu-
manistic and critic orientation. And in substance, sociological study has always been in the
tension of these three traditions.

Although during different periods, the theoretical viewpoints and research paradigms of
these three different orientation sociology vary greatly, there are no essential differences a-
mong classical, modem and contemporary sociology in the matter of theoretical method and
objective orientation. Without transcending the historical mission of constructing “modernity”
and promoting “ modemization”, they have followed the modemnization research paradigm,
which is characterized in the nation-state centralism, Western centralism and human subjec-
tivism. This paradigm has contributed greatly to the construction of modemity and modemiza-
tion and promoted the establishment of sociology and the development of scientific knowledge.
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However, as the tide of globalization is rising rapidly, all fields and aspects of human
society have been deeply affected. Sociology, which always commits itself to realistic social
study, is faced with a great revolution both in theory and methodology. The Global Age not
only expects us to change our conventional thinking modes, but also lays stress on the point
that it should be an explanatory approach and background to illustrate social transformation
and sociological evolution. Sociology is often open to criticisms for its lack of practical foun-
dation and its inability to cope with practical dilemma or crisis in modem society, which in
turn lead to its own crisis. The practical nature of sociology stipulates the empirical nature of
sociological theories. Sociology should be only an illusion if it has no experiential basis and
can’t get used to the change of social reality.

Therefore, sociology must develop new concepts and theoretical framework to grasp the
essence of the new age if it wants to understand historical transformation brought by globaliza-
tion and to offer theoretical explanation for this new age. As the construction of reflexivity and
deductivity of social reality, sociology should possess the specific property to interpret realistic
society based on the laws of the past and alternatives for the future. The chief liability of or-
thodox sociology (that is also called positivism sociology) lies in the fact that it eriticizes ef-
fectiveness of those non-positivism sociology from different theoretical standpoint and the con-
sequence is that it ignores the significance of deep-level comprehension in sociological re-
search. In this respect, postmodem thoughts attempted to attack and subvert the modem soci-
ological intellectual system from the critical point of view, while globalization theories tried to
extend and elevate it, but both of these thinking modes and research paradigms didn’ t realize
the overall transformation of sociology .

The inherent separation and antithesis between sociological theories and methodologies
haven’t been changed greatly until the advent of the Global Age. One of the most important
reasons is that there is no essential change in social reality. Since the Industrial Revolution,
the basic contradiction of the humankind has been between human beings and the nature,
which is embodied in the relationship between subject and object. The main task of the hu-
man beings is to obtain wealth from the nature and to display its abilities to conquer and ex-
ploit the nature. This is reflected in the human mind as the relationship between subjectivity
and objectivity. The thinking modes and research paradigms of sociology, which were bom
and gradually developed during the course of the industrialization, are of no exception.

But the coming of the Global Age will change everything. It will have great influence on
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the specific study objects and bases of sociological theory. On the one hand, the individual
will be gradually liberated from trammels of traditional society by “individualization” within
it. On the other hand, because the globalization enlarges the living boundary of society from
its outside, the human experiences will change in essence. And this means the end of explor-
ing “society” . As a result of these two aspects, the traditional sociological study object—
modem society, will lose its decisive power on the individual life styles step by step. Sociolo-
gy will disintegrate at last. But in fact, society can’t disappear absolutely from the sociologi-
cal field during the globalization. It is the forms of expression that are changed. Because the
main study objects, which sociology was used to in the past, are faced with much grimmer
challenge, it is supposed to examine its study objects and conceptual categories again. As
many problems of contemporary world become intemational, it is difficult to fully study them
in a single country or nation. Therefore, sociology must be concentrated on global phenomena
and all kinds of transnational social practices so that it can enlarge its own study domain.
Whether sociologists accept globalization or not, none of them will ignore this important fac-
tor.

In conclusion, the biggest challenge that sociological theories is faced with in the Global
Age is to reform the research paradigms and theoretical morphology on the basis of changing
sociological thinking modes. First, sociological thinking modes should break through the tra-
ditional duality of subject-object mode and the narrow locality. For specific study content and
method. “subject-object” and “subject-subject” modes should be combined to accomplish the
global triple structure of “subject-object-subject” mode to study the fundamental transforma-
tion of human society. Second, “modernization research paradigm” and “globalization re-
search paradigm” should be fused to transcend the conventional modemization research
paradigm as to realize the integration of binary, or multiple paradigms. Third, in theoretical
morphology, saciology should incorporate the asset of existing sociological traditions and cre-
ate a multi-dimensional, dialectical and critical sociological theory on the foundation of global
social reality.
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
