Part One is composed of two chapters. It emphasizes on probing
into such issues as the occurring mechanism, the definition, the na-
ture, the source, the character, the principle, the content, the adapted
object and value selection of the international consumer protection law
by surveying the evolution course of the adoption systems of different
countries. Moreover, the author also analysises the demarcation line
of law, the rights and the mechanism of its disputes’settlement.

Part Two is composed of three chapters. It emphasises on analy-
nising the different stipulations of international consumer protection
in the internal law of every country in the worldwide, for example,
the product responsibility, the consumer contract, the education con-
sume, the tour consume, the internet consume, the consume lawsuit
and the advertisement, the service, the price, the trade mark, and so
on.

plicable to Products Liability, the Guidelines for consumer protection
(UN) and the Guidelines for consumer protection and Sustainable
Consume.

It emphasizes on expoun-
ding the historic resources, the present law and legislative drawbacks
of Chinese consumer protection law. It also expounds the effections of
consumer protection law of Europe and America countries. At the
same time, it points out that the present protection of Chinese
consumersrights is in critical chase in many internal and international
affairs, and it is necessary for China to establish and improve the in-
ternational law system of consumer protection.
