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“ 1t hurts me more than you,” and “That is for your own good.” These are the
statements my mother used to make years ago when I had to learn Latin, clean my
room, stay at home and do homework .

That was before we entered the permissive period in education in which we de-
cided it was all right not to push our children to achieve their best in school. The
schools and educators made it easy on us. They taught that it was all right to be par-
ents who take a let-alone policy. We stopped making our children do homework. We
gave them calculators, tumned on the television, left the teaching to the teachers and
went on vacation.

Now teachers, faced with children who have been developing at their own pace
for the past 15 years, are realizing we’ ve made a terrible mistake. One such teacher
is Sharon Klompus who says of her students “So passive” and wonders what hap-
pened. Nothing was demanded of them, she believes. “Television,” says Klompus,
“contributes to children’ s passivity.” “We are not training kids 6 work any more,”
says Klompus. “We '’ re talking about a generation of kids who’ ve never been hurt or
hungry. They have learned somebody will always do it for them. Instead of saying ‘ go
look it up’, you tell them the answer. It takes greater energy to say no to a kid.”

Yes, it does. It takes energy and it takes work. It’ s time for parents to end
their vacation and come back to work. It"s time to take the car away, to turn the TV
off, to tell them it hurts you more than them but it’s for their own good. It's time to
start telling them no again.

Passage One

Dogs are social animals and without proper training, they will behave like wild
animals. They will soil your house, destroy your belongings, bark excessively, fight
other dogs and even bite you. Nearly all behavior problems are perfectly normal dog
activities that occur at the wrong time or place or are directed at the wrong thing. The
key to preventing or treating behavior problems is learning to teach the dog to redirect
its normal behavior to outlets that are acceptable in the domestic sefting.

One of the best things you can do for your dog and yourself is to obedience train
(FNAR) it. Obedience training doesn’ t solve all behavior problems, but it is the
foundation for solving just aboul any problem. Training opens up a line of communi-
cation between you and your dog. Effective communication is necessary to instruct
your dog about what you want it to do.

Training is also an easy way to establish the social rank order. When your dog
obeys a simple request of “come here, sit,” it is showing obedience and respect for
you. It is not necessary to establish yourself as top dog or leader of the dog pack
() by using extreme measures. You can teach your dog its subordinate (J\JR )
role by teaching it to show submission to you. Most dogs love performing tricks for you
to pleasantly accept that you are in charge.

Training should be fun and rewarding for you and your dog. It can enrich your
relationship and make living together more enjoyable. A well-trained dog is more con-

fident and can more safely be allowed a greater amount of freedom than an untrained ¥
