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summary: From the angle of new - historiography, this article proves that the copy files of
Huizhou have a great effect on academic research. The new - historiography is a new reform movement
to traditional historiography, which appeared between the late 19th century and the early 20th century,
and rose after World War Two. It mainly advocated expanding the research scope of history, strengthe-
ning the research of the common people’ s society, studying history from top to bottom, enforcing the
comprehensive study on history and making great efforts to solve the " break — to — pieces" problem of
new ~ historiography, The copy files of Huizhou was discovered in the 1950’ s.
