ABSTRACT

It is very common to witness the ups and downs of the parties
throughout the party history of the world. The building of a steadily
increasing party will necessarily increase with the times. In the last
decades of the 20th century, the securities of surviving, developing
or governing of the communist parties worldwide encounter an un-
precedented crisis. The ruling communist parties of Soviet Union
and east European countries lost their powers successively. The
important reason is that these parties can’t solve their own problems
of renovation and governance capability after they came into power.
Chinese Communist Party’s nucleus position in China’s political
system after it held power has decided the importance of the party’s
own building focusing on improving its governing ability. The ideol-
ogy building is a core part of the great new project of the party
building.

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thetical nation power is becoming more and more intense. Eco-
nomic globalization has intensified the permeation of western domi-
nant culture, bourgeois idea of value, ideology and rotten thoughts.
The free and open characteristic of the Internet causes the trans-
mission of information out of control and the impact on the western
net supremacy. In a word, international circumstances pose great
pressure. China is a developing big power, but not a strong one.
China does not stand a dominant position in economic scale and
many high technological fields. Then, judging from the domestic
environment, the differentiation of the society and the plurality of
economic interests will cripple the party’s integrality and solidarity
to some degree. The tendency of plurality of the idea of value and
the puzzlement and confusion of value choice assaults the leading
value systems. The one-polar pattern of ideology changes and the
leading ideology is hit, so the new economy organization becomes
the intersection of various ideologies and cultures. Last, judging from
the party itself, ideas and briefs of some party cadres are shaking
and their views of the world, life and value are distorted. As a result,
they canit set up a right view of power. These changes have brought
new challenges to the party’s ideology building.
