In 1977, I passed the college entrance examination and be-
came an excellent student of Chinese Department of Jilin Univer-
sity. The long time dream realized! I began my study with great
enthusiasm. At the beginning of 1982, I was accepted by the
Graduate School of Jilin University, majoring in classical Chinese
literature, especially in Tang-Song literature. My tutors are Prof.
Zhang Songru (Gong Mu), Prof. Zhao Xilu, Prof. Guo Shis-
han, Prof. Yu Chaogang, and Prof. Wang Shibo, all of whom
are famous Scholars. Prof. Wang Shibo guided me to finish my
thesis. He is an outstanding scholar and good at literary theory.
He impressed me much on theoretical research on ancient litera-
ture.

In the summer of 1984, I got my master’s degree and was
assigned to work in the Chinese department of LiaoNing Normal
University. In 1985, I wrote an important paper on ancient liter-
ary theory and aesthetics for the 1st learning forum of Yan Yu re-
search in Fujian Province. In 1987, I became a lecturer. At that

time I had published 20 papers or so in many famous academic
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journals, such as “Literary Heritage” etc, and then I became in-
terested in the literature of Liao and Jin Dynasties. Soon I wrote
many papers on the poetry of Liao and Jin Dynasties. In 1990, I
changed my research field from ancient literature to literary theory
and began to guide graduate student (in fact, I was an assistant
guider at that time). In 1992, 1 became an associate professor on
the basis of 120 academic papers. In 1994, I published my first
remarkable monograph of “the Poetic History of Liao and Jin Dy-
nasties” in the North-East Normal University Press. In the next
year | published another book named “the Research on the Poetic
History of Liao and Jin Dynasties”. It was one of the several
books presided by Prof. Gong Mu, which won several awards. At
the same time I got the 1st award of social science in Liaoning
Province for twice. In 1995, I was appraised to be professor.
Then I went to Fudan University to study for the doctor’s degree

with the guidance of Prof..Gu Yisheng. In 1996, I was awarded

“as “Excellent Scholar” and “ Excellent Youth” of Liaoning

Province, and got the particular prize from Chinese government.
During the 3 years I studied in Fudan University, I published 55
papers in many known academic Journals. In 1998, I came back
to Liaoning Normal University and became dean of the Dept. of
Chinese Language and Literature. I worked hard for the depart-
ment with my colleagues.

In the autumn of 2000, I came to' Beijing Broadcasting Uni-
versity and joined the Dept. of Language and Literature. I joined
the Literature College including Dept. of Chinese Language and
Literature which was separated from Dept. of Language and Lit-
erature in 2002.

In March 2001, I began to guide Ph. D candidates. From
then on, I published two books named “Thinking of Aesthetics”



and “Chan and poetry in Tang-Song Dynasties”, and wrote lots of
papers in many famous journals, and so I got 1st prize of Broad-
casting-Television Ministry for 3 times.

Trying to do my academic research on some important liter-
ary theories, I consider pursuing the literary canon is as major

part of my life. I will continue my academic way all my life.
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
