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Schlosser says it s nearly impossible to over-
state® the impact of the fast food industry on the na-
tion’ s culture, economy and diet. “McDonald’ s

Considering America’ s love of the French fry,
it” s no surprise that kids are getting bigger. The per-
centage of children and teenagers who are 0verweight°
has tripledo in the past 30 years, according to the
Center for Disease Control. One-third of overweight
students are so heavy they will probably have serious
health problems later in life.

Of course it’ s not just young people who are get-
ting heavier—it’ s all Americans. U.S. Surgeon Gen-
eral Dr. David Satcher is so concerned about child-
hood obesity® that he has declared it an “epidem-
ic®.”
