M : Margaret Welch was bom in Philadelphia in 1901. She began her studies at DePauw Uni-
versity in 1919, but after a year she transferred to study at Barnard University, majoring
in sociology. She received her undergraduate degree from Bamnard in 1923. She ultimate-
ly acquired a PhD from Columbia University in 1929.

She married Dr. Reo Forune in 1928. Together they wrote Growing Up In New
Guinea , published in 1930. Welch worked with her husband on another book called Bal-
anese Character that was published in 1942.

At the age of 23, Dr. Welch undertook a field study in the South Pacific. The expe-
rience resulted in her writing of her highly popular book Coming of Age In Samoa, pub-
lished in 1928. Dr. Welch’s interests and writing centered on religions. She worked in
the Department of Anthropology at the American Museum of Natural History from 1926
through to the end of her life. She was a professor of anthropology at Columbia starting iri
the year 1954, working with her old associate Ruth Benedict. She wrote a book entitled
An Anthropologist At Work about Benedict. It was published in 1959.

Margaret Welch died in 1978. '

On March 25th, 1616, fifty-two-year-old Master William Shakespeare signed his will leaving
the famous legacy of his “second best bed and furniture” to his wife and the greater part of his es-
tate to his married daughter, Susanna Hall. It was the will of a comfortably off man, for the in-
come from the estate probably amounted to about £ 200 a year, which was a lot of money over
three hundred and sixty years ago. For historians, the most interesting part of the will was that
signature , because it and other signatures are all we have left to the handwriting of the world’ s lit-
erary genius. There is no country where Shakespeare’ s work is not read with something very like
awe because there is somethimg fascinating about a man whose work so much better than that of
anyone else. Yet in spite of the thousands of books that have been written about this amazing writ-
er, almost every detail of his personal life is supposition rather than fact. Historically speaking,
Shakespeare lived only yesterday but his activities, like those of nearly every playwright of his
day, are so vague that he could have been born in Roman times.

Shakespeare’ s birthplace, the little town of Straford-upon-Avon, in Warwichshire, had

made a thriving business out of its most famous citizen for a long time. It is a popular place for
