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Preface

It is with great pleasure that I address my readers in this preface to The All-pur-
pose Band 8 Academic IELTS Writing Book. While I have spent several years in Eng-
lish materials development this book has been my first professional encounter with
formatting a bilingual resource book in academic writing. It has been a tremendously
rewarding experience for me and my colleague, Mr. Chengsi Zhang, who I came to
know while I was conducting research in the field of English Language Teaching
(ELT) in the UK in 2002/2003. In saying this, however, it is important to note that
rewards often result from challenges that are eventually overcome in the writing pro-
cess. Both Mr. Zhang and I will attest that the making of The All-purpose Band 8 A-
cademic IELTS Writing Book has been no easy feat and that many formats for this
book were deliberated upon before coming up with the version of the book you now
hold before you.

My experience as an IELTS examiner has given me great insight into the nature of
the test (both the general and academic modules) and how test candidates are as-
sessed. This book focuses on IELTS examination tasks and strategies for achieving a

‘ high band score in academic writing, and this is further exemplified through useful
sample answers which I have provided for users of this book to follow.

The IELTS test was developed with real world communication goals in mind. In
particular, the academic module has been designed to enable test candidates to obtain
higher education degrees and diplomas from English speaking countries such as the
UK, Ireland, Canada, Australia and New Zealand. More importantly, IELTS academ-
ic writing tasks reflect actual tasks that are commonly encountered in tertiary study
programmes where the language of communication is English.

Currently, I am a faculty member at the International Graduate School of English
which is located in Seoul, South Korea. You can visit our school’ s website to find out
more about me and the work I am involved in at: http://www .igse. ac. kr/.

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my work at IGSE I have been directly involved in developing an academic English
writing curriculum for students who are writing in English at the postgraduate level.
This includes the development of written communication skills in English for Academ-
ic Purposes (EAP) along with guidance in research writing for meeting Masters Thesis
requirements.

I sincerely hope that my combined experience as an IELTS examiner, English
language teacher and teacher trainer will shine through the pages of this book to assist
you in developing techniques for academic writing in English. Moreover, I wish you
great success in every stage of the writing process.

All candidates are tested on listening, reading, writing and speaking. All candi-
dates take the same Listening and Speaking modules. There is a choice of reading and
writing modules: academic or general training. ACADEMIC modules assess whether a
candidaheisreadytosmdyortmininmemedimnofEnglishatanmdergraduare or
postgraduate level. GENERAL TRAINING modules are not designed to test the full
range of formal language skills required for academic purposes. Instead, they are
suitable for candidates who are going to English-speaking countries to complete their
secondary education, to undertake work experience or training programmes not at de-
gree level, or for immigration purposes to Australia and New Zealand, Canada and the
UK.
