Contents of the IELTS Test

The IELTS test contains four parts: listening, speaking, reading and writing. They are
always taken in the same order (Listening, Reading, Writing and Speaking) and on the same
day (Saturday). In China, the first three modules are taken on Saturday morning and there is
a 10-minute rest between Reading and Writing. The last module, Speaking, is taken on

Saturday afternoon and in some cases continues on Sunday.

All candidates who take the test are given a report on their English language ability which
places them on a 9 band scale according to ability. The report contains five scores, one for each
of the modules and an overall score. The Test Report Form is issued by the British Council two
weeks after the test. Up to five extra copies can be sent free of charge directly to educational
institutions ibroad and relevant embassies upon request. Further copies of the Test Report
Form can be supplied to educational institutions at a cost of RMB60. 00 each. The
recommended period of validity of a Test Report Form is two years.
