—A study by the National Violence Against Women Survey estimated
that more than one in four of the nation’s 1.4 million annual stalking
victims are men. (paragraph 3)

—Almost 60% of women listed their pursuer as a current or former hus-
band or live-in partner. (paragraph 10)

2. Fact and informed opinion based on examples given. Words like “can
become objects of hate” imply not always, but possibly.

3. Answers vary, but some students will point out that men may be reluctant to
ask for help when stalked or to admit to their relatives and friends, the pub-
lic, or the authorities that they are being victimized, especially by a female.
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4. No, it is not always clear what constitutes stalking. Some behaviors clearly
are stalking, as in paragraph 10, “foliowing the victim, making threatening
phone calls.” However, the anecdote from paragraph 12 shows that other
unanticipated behaviors, such as accessing a stolen class list to fraudu-
lently cancel the victim’s classes, are harder to define legally.

5. (a) Answers vary — Reasonable steps might inciude the top few: taking
extra precautions, getting help of family and friends, avoiding the
stalker, and changing driving routes.
