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Abstract -

This dissertation is a study of E.Husserl’s later thoughts.

E. Husserl’ s transcendental phenomenology is not a kind of subjecti-
vitic philosophy having no relations with the world, on the contrary, it is
just concerning the world. In some degree, his entire system of transcen-
dental phenomenology is, with the phenomenological method, to construct
a rational empirical world on the foundation of the transcendental subjec-
tivity. In E. Husserl’s later thoughts, this problem is especially central to
phenomenology .

E. Husserl’ s later thoughts include three aspects: egology, the theo-
1y of lifeworld, and logic genealogy. Through egology, he establishes the
“transcendental ego” which is the transcendental origin of the meaning of
being, and taking that as the starting point, constructs the world of other
ego and intersubjectivity. Through the theory of lifeworld, Husserl reflects
proundly on the positivistic natural sciences, and makes a further division
among the natural sciences world, everyday lifeworld and original life-
world. Through logic genealogy, Husserl criticizes more far the logical
psychologism, and more important, lays a transcendental basis of pure
reason for constructing the empirical world.
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
