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ﬂ As an English teacher in China, there is one

thing that always bothered me:the dismal quality of so
many of the English textbooks and study guides I see
here. They are fraught with spelling and grammatical
errors. They indicate a rigid rule when there is none, or
fail to mention another. Books that purport to teach
American English are full of British spelling and
syntax. Not that there is anything wrong with British
English, there is’ nt, but the books I refer to, are
fraudulently capitalizing on the popularity of American
English and misleading students. Other texts give a
sugarcoated version of English. Students learn to
say “ Fine, thank you. And you?” but not They get
short-changed. Not only can they not express the full
range of their own health and emotions, but remain
culturally and linguistically ill-prepared to deal with
the Westerners they will undoubtedly be speaking
English with.

There are some reputable,even excellent

resources available in China, though the shelves in
bookstores remain laden with inferior ones alongside
them. Well, Professor Deng is doing his part to
improve the quality and quantity of resources available
for students of English.

When he first asked me to work on it with him, I
was very skeptical after having seen so many of the
other books on English in this country. But as I delved
into editing it, it became apparent that it is not only a
work of great scholarship, but interesting and
broadening as well, a pleasure to read.

Not only did Prof. Deng hire an experienced
