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TINGLIN GARDEN

Located in the northwestern corner of

the city, and first built in the thirty-

second year of the Guangxu Reign of

the Qing Dynasty (A.D. 1906). Since
Yufeng Hill in the garden looks like a
saddle. originally the place was
named Horse Saddle Park.
