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Yunnan Museum, which is the largest one of
its kind in Yunnan Province, houses more than
200,000 various cultural relics, among which
the most precious are bronze ohjects, Buddhist
cultural relics of the Nanzhao-Dali Kingdom
and minority cultural relics with typical local
colors. Besides. the quantity and quality of its
paintings and calligraphies as well as porcelains
handed down from different periods rank among
the best in China. In addition, this museum also
houses more than 1,000 pieces of other precious
cultural relics made of such materials as gold,
silver, bamboo, wood, tooth, bronze, plus some
special lacquerwares, pearls, jewels, jades, seals,
enamelwares, and the four treasures of the study,
which we call in this book * Sundry Cultural
Relies in Yunnan” . We classify them into eight
groups according to their characteristics and trace
their origins and development in order to have a
better understanding, protection and utilization of

these precious cultural relics.
