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The common tomb of more than 2000 Chinese from around Johore Bahru who
were Killed during the Japanese occupation, in particular between 25 February
and 31 March 1942.The tomb and the stone-inscriptions were set up by a spe-
cial committee in 1947.The inscription to the right of the tombstone gives the
names of fifty-one victims of the China Relief Fund Organization, the inscription
furthest to the right composed by Li Szu-yuan and written by Hsieh Ch’'u-ping,
relates how most people lost their lives, with reference.to the notorious mas-
sacres of Chinese civilians by the invading Manchus at Yang-chou and Chia-
ting in 1645.The inscription to the left give the names of nearly one hundred fur-
ther victims and a short English text.Various proverbs and couplets are written
on both sides of the memorial arch.
