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Compilers Note

1. This textbook is the companion text to Modern Chinese Be-
ginner's Course Vol . [l and is largely designed for training students
in listening comprehension. The 20 lessons (56 — 75) herein are
divided into exercises and recorded texts with some answers, con-
forming to the structure of the previous two volumes. The second

part concurrently serves as the instructors manual.

2. Each lesson is made up of the following four exercises:
1) Sentence explanation — 10 multiple choice questions
2) Dialogues — 10 multiple choice questions
3) Two short passages
4) One longer story or dialogue

The first exercise focuses on vocabulary comprehension, while
the second focuses on the relative meaning of the dialogues. Both
are in a multiple choice format, recorded on the cassette tapes pro-
vided. Students should respond while listening to the tapes.

The third exercise is aimed at testing the student's comprehen-
sion of longer passages, with an emphasis laid on elaboration, The
last is a comprehensive exercise including answering questions, fil-
ing in the blanks, and true/false, multiple choices. The third and

fourth exercises are not recorded onto the cassettes.

3.In a classroom situation the rein is given to the instructor’s
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initiative. The textbook provides 60 bours of instruction and teach-
ers are encouraged to use the textbook together with other teaching
materials, such as films, video tapes, radio broadcasts, etc. Fur-
thermore each lesson does not necessarily have to be used as a com-
plete whole, but can be divided and used in parts as the instructor
sees fit. For example, the third exercise, apart from being used
for listening comprehension, can be a springboard for getting the
students involved in a discussion on the topic. In this case the in-
structor may want to provide additional questions or materials that
may be needed to stimulate discussion.

If the fourth exercise proves to be too difficult for the students,
it is recommended that the students read the questions before listen-
ing to the text, or listen to the text several times, doing the exer-

cises one by one.

4.The preparation of this volume has been a long process of ex-
ploration and repeated experimentation. Several versions have been
made by different teams with the latter team always trying to absorb
the experience of their predecessors and to draw from their own
teaching experiences. The preliminary edition of this book was
drafted by Li Shizhi and finalized by Ding Yongshou in 1989 and
was used in class on an experimental basis. Before its formal publi-
cation, Lu Jianji systemized it and made considerable additions,
deletions and alterations. Our thanks should go to the editors Shi
Peiwen and Jia Yinhuai for their pertinent and constructive sugges-

tions to the revision of this book.
