ABSTRACT

This paper is written against the background of the rapid
growth of China’s international interactions since China’s accession
into the WTO, focusing on the exponentially increasing security
risks in face of Chinese citizens abroad. Based on exclusive data
collection, the authors have summarized and sorted out such secu-
rity risks and made a combined macro and micro study of the risks
by adopting the methods of materialist dialectics, system analysis,
statistical analysis and case studies, with the intention of explo-
ring the features, causative factors and laws governing such secur-
ity risks, putting forward targeted and operational suggestions on
risk management, and upgrading the security protection of Chi-
nese citizens abroad.

This study falls into the following steps: Firstly, to briefly
retrospect the upsurge of Chinese citizen activities abroad over the
past decade. Secondly, to sort out statistically security risks faced
by Chinese Citizens abroad into four categories of natural ones,
social ones, commercial ones and political ones and in more than
ten kinds such as terrorist attack, kidnap, robbery, hostage tak-
ing, rape and traffic accident. Thirdly, to make a comparative a-
nalysis of risk distributions among regions and countries. Fourthly,

to put Chinese Citizens abroad into four groups of state-owned en-

terprise employees, private enterprise employees, tourists and
students, to study the consequential order, features, causative
factors of risks in face of each group and to horizontally compare
the incidence of same risks between the groups in order to study
the laws governing such risks. And finally, to summarize China’s
effective methods accumulated over the past decade, to take refer-
ence of the experience of the developed countries such as the Unit-
ed States, the United Kingdoms and Japan, and to make the
management of security risks in face of Chinese citizens abroad a
systematic process, analyzing therein the roles and functions of
government, enterprise, media, market and individual citizen.
The conclusions of this study go as follows: Firstly, the ex-
ponential increase of security risks faced by Chinese Citizens a-
broad is the outcome of the expansion of Chinese Citizens activities
worldwide with marked scale effects. Secondly, such increase is
characterized by certain phase sensitive features, such as sudden
increase in overseas activities of Chinese citizens, corresponding
institutions and mechanisms lagging far behind, and inefficient
and weak prevention and protection against security risks as a re-
sult. It is worth noting that with timely measures taken by the Par-
ty, the government and related quarters, the tendency of vicious
increase of such risks is put under control. With the increased se-
curity awareness of various groups of Chinese citizens, improved
institutions and mechanisms of the government, and positive in-
volvement of society and market, the security protection of Chi-

nese citizens abroad will take a new look. And lastly, the security
