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Abstract

There are five parts including eighteen chapters in this book. The first part includes
introduction, literature review and outline of rights and interests. The second part is
about the labor rights and interests which discussed wage, working hours, labor con-
tract, social insurance, work mobility and occupational injury. The third part is rights
and interests of urban citizens, which analyzed consumption and residence, children’s
education and mental health. The fourth part is rights protection and labor regime, in-
cluding mass incidents, new generation of migrant workers and labor regime. The last
part is about the policy proposal, describing the genealogy of rights and interests, em-
powerment and capability and policy options.

Chapter 1 stated the significance of researching the migrant workers’ rights and in-
terests’ protection, research framework, research methods and process. After discus-
sing the research significance in the part of research framework, we reviewed the theo-
retical approaches from Marx to Gramsci, summarized the related discourses of the Chi-
nese Communist Party. We suggested that we should base on the perspective of sociology
and pay attention to the institutional background which was endowed by the traditional
Chinese and classical socialism regime, economic reform and social transformation of
the society and globalization. We tried to discover the influence of some independent
variables, such as individual, social network, enterprise, government and society, to
the migrant workers’ rights and interests and the mechanism of their protection status
which are the independent variables. In addition, this chapter introduced our research
methods and process in which the quantitative method is primary and qualitative method
is secondary.

In the chapter 2, we reviewed some related theories, from industrial sociology,

organization theories, economic sociology to the school of neo-Marxism. We also re-
