But China's culture industry born from the culture industry that under highly
centralized control, and developed from reformation of culture system, though
it gains a big development, but still start late and low, develop level low, still
before the stage of rapid development, eagerly need to innovatively establish a

system which adapt for culture industry's inner disciplines and requirements for



development stage, to support help and promote culture industry develop rapidly.
This makes the build of innovative policy system and the reform of the political
system transform from government functions to a interactive parallel historical
process, how the transformation of government functions and cultural industry
policy system design construct the benign interaction relationship, then promote
culture industry developing rapidly become an important topic. This paper
studied on this direction, and analyzes six parts from history, reality, theory,

practice, international and domestic.

Firstly, we start from analyzing the cultural industry duality of social
norms and economic benefits, study the internal structure of this duality, and
the relationship of cultural industry and culture career as the external form of
duality, and then analyze the affection from the duality to the policy of culture
industry(the third charter).then, analyze the basic of three components, subject,
object, means, in cultural industry policy, and on this basis, we analyze the
influence from designing goal orientation of industrial policy to every industrial
development parts(the forth charter).

Secondly, specialized study the build of cultural industry policy system
and the transformation of government functions respectively. Chapter 5 sum
up at the macroscopic level of the build of China’s culture industry system's
history and characteristics, evaluate the results, and analyzes the reasons of the
formation of problems. Then from the analysis of two cases at the micro level,
one is the Regional Industrial Policy represented by Beijing, and another is the
development policy represented by PE, VC, we study the interactive relationship
between the central policy and the local policy and the influence from industry
policy to the industry at the operation level (capital market construction).Chapter
6 we start from using public management theory analyze the relationship between
the government and the market, ensure the government behavior’s border

range and content, then comparatively analyze and historic describe the build



and change of the relation between government and market in different period,
separately summarize the two interrelate process of the reformation of cultural
management system and the change of government function, then form the
fundamental direction and method to realize the change of government function
on that basis.

Thirdly, specially analyze the cultural industry policy’s implementation
and enforcement mechanism ; analyze the inner mechanism of the policy
implementation from three aspects which is the coordination of the vertical and
horizontal parts during the execution and industry value chain’s coordination.
