contributes to tranquility, then Zen is growing consciously or unconsciously.

Against the present bustling and hustling, comes out a modern design that's similar to
spiritual return on the basis of an understanding of traditional Chinese culture against the
current bustling and hustling. This is neo-Chinese style, gentle, reserved, refreshing but able
to slip into depth. Simple lines bring the plain simplicity out the Chinese-styled modeling.
Hues are soft, neutral, allowing for feelings elegant, warm, natural and not rustic at all.
Building spaces are designed in line with modern aesthetics in combining the tradition charm
and the modern comfort as well as today's elements and cultural tradition. Chinese culture is
therefore presented in proper proportion in contemporary setting. If Chinese, artistic concept
needs setting off by physical surrounding and moistening by spiritual levels.
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ChenYi, a cross-field designer graduating from Department of Traditional
Chinese Painting in Central Academy of Fine Arts, and Zhang Mucheng,
exert their perception toward Chinese culture, and put their adornment
of low-key and intangible spirit into shaping the space: Zen keeps away
anxiety, rejuvenates mind and allows for tranquility in returning to nature.
Reserved connotation, physical or invisible, actually flows out oriental
temperament. This space makes a good trial to seek for the root that gives
birth to traditional culture with modern modeling, while the fundamental
appealing is to present a continuation of cultural spirit in a space of quality
and disposition. "The spatial prospect is that an artistic concept off-picture

hangs around everywhere and can be captured by five senses", said
designers when interviewed. Any creation superficial is fatal failure. All
components, as a result, like modeling, proportion, light, texture and colors
are coordinative. The subtle relationships true or false strictly controlled
can generate connotation, which then produce artistic mood. And on the
basis of the proceeding linkage, artistic concept would sprout out of this
space. Thanks to such an extreme approach, designer's inspiration can
burst out.
