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Abstract

There is few discussion devoted to the issues of
women in the Marxist classics, and "women" or "gender" is
not fully abstracted from the philosophical view in Marxist
theory. The explanatory power and penetration of a series
of scientific principles and important points on women's
liberation, which have established by some classical
writers as the standard-bearers of Marx and Engels and
direct more to the macro level and less to the micro
issues of women's liberation, will inevitably be weakened
in the face of the complex and varied current issues on
women/gender. And on the whole, there is a certain
degree of "gender blind spots" in Marxism. The "women's
liberation", compared to the liberation of class and all
mankind, is exactly the "marginal”" theory of the classic
Marxism. Therefore, to apply more power to theoretical
guidance force and practical fighting capacity, the

theory of women's liberation urgently needs to enrich,



develop and improve itself through further researches. And this
requires the contemporary Chinese researchers of women theory,
on the one hand, to contfinue to deepen their understanding of
Marx's classic dissertation on women's liberation and make new
and viable interpretation of it combined with Chinese national
conditions and historical background, on the other hand, to make
an overall expansion of the horizon of the research on women's
liberation of Marxism, continue its objectives which are based on
the specific context but failed to be fully commenced by Marx,
remove the residue of theoretical gender "blind spot" for the same
reasons on the base of the Marxist stand, viewpoint and method,
analyze and research various contemporary problems impeding
the development of women by materialist dialectics and make the
remarkable insights of women's liberation of Marxism reign through
the various fields and all levels of women's liberation.

In this respect, taking "raising issues on women and giving
Marxist answers" as the purpose of the study, starting from the
historical development of the theory of women's liberation, this
paper, after logically combing the basic ideas of the major schools
of Western feminism and analyzing their theoretical prejudices
and limitations rooted in their philosophical world views, argues
that only the women's liberation of Marxism based on the historical
materialism and dialectical materialism can be regarded as a

scientific theory form of "women's liberation; then centering on the



goal, conditions, methods and other basic subjects of women's
liberation, based on the re-interpretation of the classics of Marxism
and the full integration of the latest development fruits of the
contemporary Marxism, learning from and absorbing the original
ideas of Western feminism, the paper delves deeply to study the
important thoughts closely related to the subject of women's
liberation in the theory of class, two kinds of production, ideology,
equity, democracy, contract perspective /notion of contract as
well as all-round development of human being in Marxism and tries
to develop a more complete women's liberation theory based on the
socialism with Chinese characteristics; finally, the paper reveals the
contemporary value of the theory of women's liberation of Marxism
in the perspective of times development and the philosophical

approach to grasp the value of this contemporary value.
