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The Writing part of the new Hanyu Shuiping Kaoshi (HSK, Chinese
Proficiency Test) — Level 5 will always make non-native Chinese
speakers feel at a loss. Therefore, the editors, with many years of
Chinese-teaching and test-oriented-tutoring experience, edit and publish
using thorough analysis of the previous tests, standards, and patterns of
different vocabulary levels based on the New HSK-Level 5 Guideline
(Guideline tor short).

The learning content of the book is expected to be completed within
25 days, which includes 10 writing-oriented strategies, 15 sets of model
tests and 4 appendixes. The major advantage of this book is to help the
students avoid the disorderly structured compositions or confusingly
designed writing styles which have been frequently represented on
the tests. The editors have provided various templates to meet the
requirements of the various writing thematics and pictures for the
picture-based compositions. The students are expected to apply these
frequently used words, sentence patterns and templates within a short
amount of time,

10 units are designed in the writing-oriented strategies and each unit

is composed of three parts: Sentences, Passage One and Passage Tio.

Sentences: includes the language points of the commonly used
sentence patterns and special sentence structures
required by the Guideline, previous tests, exercises and
the answers to those exercises.

Passage One and Passage Two: each passage includes the breakdown
of features of the previous tests, two frequently used
writing templates, commonly used sentence patterns,
two writing samples for templates provided, an exercise

pottion, and two writing models for reference.




It is suggested that the readers start with the sentence analyzation
and sequencing, and then move on to the passage portion. For the
basis of learning the characteristics of the previous tests, students
will be required to grasp the writing templates and commonly used
sentence patterns, read the writing samples, and then complete the
writing exercises. Repetition is a key element in becoming proficient
with the multiple templates provided in this book for developing a
writing skill set.
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
