A new 4-storey office building with a central hall for various
purposes (cafeteria, conferences etc.) and an open atrium,
three upper floors for office use and an underground
car park. Facade fronted with floor-to-ceiling vertical
adjustable sunshading elements. Innovative energy concept:
geothermal source using thermally activated bored piles.

With the design of the new central administration of the
"Schwenninger BKK", of a dynamic prospering health
insurance, the goal was pursued to create a conceptual
and innovative administration building which portrays the
business through its architecture correspondingly. Functional
and basic contents-related elements were also consistently
transferred just as elements of art and design or climate and
building technology.

The building represents itself as a markedly urban element
and in same time as a differentiated architectural prelude
of the city.
