King Juan Carlos of Spain once insisted “kings don’t abdicate, they dare in their
sleep. ” But embarrassing scandals and the popularity of the republican left in the recent
Euro-elections have forced him to eat his words and stand down. So, does the Spanish crisis
suggest that monarchy is seeing its last days? Does that mean the writing is on the wall for
all European royals, with their magnificent uniforms and majestic lifestyle?

The Spanish case provides arguments both for and against monarchy. When public
opinion is particularly polarized, as it was following the end of the Franco regime, mon-

archs can rise above “mere” politics and “embody” a spirit of national unity.
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It is this apparent transcendence of politics that explains monarchs’ continuing popu-
larity polarized. And also, the Middle East excepted, Europe is the most monarch-infested
region in the world, with 10 kingdoms (not counting Vatican City and Andorra) . But un-
like their absolutist counterparts in the Gulf and Asia, most royal families have survived
because they allow voters to avoid the difficult search for a non-controversial but respected
public figure.

Even so, kings and queens undoubtedly have a downside. Symbolic of national unity as
they claim to be, their very history—and sometimes the way they behave today—embodies
outdated and indefensible privileges and inequalities. At a time when Thomas Piketty and
other economists are warning of rising inequality and the increasing power of inherited
wealth, it is bizarre that wealthy aristocratic families should still be the symbolic heart of
modern democratic states.

The most successful monarchies strive to abandon or hide their old aristocratic
ways. Princes and princesses have day-jobs and ride bicycles, not horses (or helicopters).
Even so, these are wealthy families who party with the international 1%, and media intru-
siveness makes it increasingly difficult to maintain the right image.

While Europe’s monarchies will no doubt be smart enough to survive for some time to
come, it is the British royals who have most to fear from the Spanish example.

It is only the Queen who has preserved the monarchy’s reputation with her rather ordi-
nary (if well-heeled) granny style. The danger will come with Charles, who has both an
expensive taste of lifestyle and a pretty hierarchical view of the world. He has failed to un-
derstand that monarchies have largely survived because they provide a service—as non-con-
troversial and non-political heads of state. Charles ought to know that as English history
shows, it is kings, not republicans, who are the monarchy’s worst enemies.

Today’s college students are more narcissistic ( § ZRHJ) and self-centered than their
predecessors, according to a comprehensive new study by five psychologists who worry
that the trend could be harmful to personal relationships and American society.

“We need to stop endlessly repeating ‘You're special’ and having children repeat that
back,” said the study’s lead author, Professor Jean Twenge of San Diego State Universi-
ty. “Kids are self-centered enough already. ” “Unfortunately, narcissism can also have
very negative consequences for society, including the breakdown of close relationships
with others,” he said. The study asserts that narcissists “are more likely to have romantic
relationships that are short-lived, at risk for infidelity, lack emotional warmth, and to
exhibit game-playing, dishonesty, and over-controlling and violent behaviors. ” Twenge,
the author of Generation Me: Why Today's Young Americans Are More Confident , As-
sertive, Entitled—and More Miserable Than Ever Before, said narcissists tend to lack
empathy, react aggressively to criticism and favor self-promotion over helping others.

Some analysts have commended today’s young people for increased commitment to vol-
unteer work. But Twenge viewed even this phenomenon skeptically, noting that many high
schools require community service and many youths feel pressure to list such endeavors on
college applications.

Campbell said the narcissism upsurge seemed so pronounced (JEH# B 1) that he
was unsure if there were obvious remedies. “Permissiveness seems to be a component,”
he said. “A potential antidote would be more authoritative parenting. Less indulgence
might be called for. ”

Yet students, while acknowledging some legitimacy to such findings, don’t necessari-
ly accept negative generalizations about their generation.

Hanady Kader, a University of Washington senior, said she worked unpaid last sum-
mer helping resettle refugees and considers many of her peers to be civic-minded. But she is
dismayed (%, JKi») by the competitiveness of some students who seem prematurely

focused on career status. “We're encouraged a lot to be individuals and go out there and do

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what you want, and nobody should stand in your way,” Kader said. “I can see goals and
ambitions getting in the way of other things like relationships. ”

Kari Dalane, a University of Vermont sophomore, says most of her contemporaries
are politically active and not overly self-centered. “People are worried about themselves—
but in the sense of where they're going to find a place in the world,” she said. “People
want to look their best, have a good time, but it doesn’t mean they're not concerned about
the rest of the world. ”

Besides, some of the responses on the narcissism test might not be worrisome,
Dalane said. “It would be more depressing if people answered, ‘No, I'm not special. *”

The House is expected to pass a piece of legislation Thursday that seeks to significant-
ly rebalance the playing field for unions and employers and could possibly reverse decades
of declining membership among private industries.

The Employee Free Choice Act would allow a union to be recognized after collecting a
majority of vote cards, instead of waiting for the National Labor Relations Board to over-
see a secret ballot election, which can occur more than 50 days after the card vote is com-
pleted.

Representatives of business on Capitol Hill oppose the bill. The National Association of Man-
ufacturers, the National Federation of Independent Business, the U.S. Chamber of Commerce
and other business groups oppose the shift away from secret ballots saying the change could
