Abstract

The framework of the book consists of an introduction and three parts.

The introduction starts with the background of globalization. It is focused on the im-
portance of building up China’s global geo-political chessboard, the necessity of working
out China’s geo-strategy and the urgency of strengthening researches in geo-theory, geo-
strategy and geo-policy. The main contents of the introduction include “challenges” (the
geo-political challenges China faces as it is rising up), “road” (the road for China’s
peaceful rise and geo-politics) and “goal” (the goal of building up a harmonious world
and geo-strategy ).

The First Part has three chapters. The co-authors think that it is imperative to rebuild
a new geo-political theory based on a critique of the traditional geo-political theory. The
new geo-political theory is a new open and cooperative geo-theory which contains specific
paradigms, variables and logic. The new geo-theory in the age of globalization has been
developing geo-politics in four areas: the goals which states seek, the resources which
states can collect, the dimension of geographic space and the formation of geographic or-
der. In terms of the goals, the transition moves from power based on the territory to power
based on the identity; in terms of the resources, the transition goes from the mere reli-
ance of hard power to the integration of both hard and soft power resources; in terms of
space, the transformation happens from the single geographical space to the emerging
global internet space embracing geographical space, technical/economic space and so-
cial identity space; in terms of the formation, the transformation occurs from the he-
gemony-dominated geographic clash to system-oriented geographic order characterized
the co-existance of competition and cooperation. Differing from the traditional geo-poli-
tics which was exclusively about clash and confrontation, the new geo-politics is a new
geo-theory about peace, development and win-win cooperation. China’s rise is a system-

ic restructuring of geo-politics, a macro-rebuilding of geo-strategy and a necessary read-
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
