Some of China’s ethnic minorities
have several factions. Taking Miao
nationality as an example, it is divided
into five factions, Hong (red) Miao, Hei

(blue) Miao and Hua (multicolor) Miao.
Hua Miao nationality can be subdivided
into Datou Miao, Dujiao Miao, Mengsha
Miao and Huajiao Miao etc. Each faction
has its own different costume.
