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ventory to “A Safe Palace Museum” ; Successful Practices of the Museum’s Basic
Tasks analyzes the measures for guaranteeing the security of cultural heritage and
visitors, inheriting traditional Chinese culture, and ensuring the sustainable devel-
opment of the Palace Museum. The article could be used as reference for other muse-
ums.

Xi’an boasts rich cultural relics, which is a great resource for museums. The
local government aims to build Xi’an as a “city of museums” . What are the positive
influences of the project on the social and cultural development of Xi’an? Are there
challenges? Link History with Future:. Practice and Significance of the Project to
Build Xi’an into the “ City of Museums” provides an integrated interpretation of exist-
ing practices.
