Do you still remember the good old days when we sat at a table, chatting, joking and laughing? If

so, we may now deem it a regret to sit in the same restaurant, typing messages or browsing webs by mo-
bile phones, without any conversation with friends at the same table. In the picture, these four young
people are demonstrating us the sorrow—concentrating on the messages from the screen but ignoring the
words near by.

The picture endows us a heavy understanding that mobile Internet terminals, the technology invented
to draw us near, actually sets us apart. Ten years ago, we were desperate for a way, such as a visual mo-
bile phone, to skim through news going on in the world, or to hear the voices or see the images of friends
who were oceans apart or of strangers who were appealing to us.

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Depicted by the pictureis an alarming scene; seated around a table, four friends concentrate on their
phone screens, having no words with each other. That means they are so focused on mobile-digital com-
munication that they may ignore friends beside them.
