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Old nations have mythologies about the
origin of the universe and man, legends about
heroes in their ancient history and ageless
love stories.

It has highly romantic ones from ancient
history about remote ancestors’ unyielding

characteristics against hostile nature. These
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tales show Chinese wisdom. They have left
far-reaching influence on later generations in
literature, art, religious beliefs and customs.
It is perfectly well to say understanding
Chinese mythologies and legends makes
a fine access to understanding of Chinese
traditional culture.

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Mythologies About the Origin of Man
and Universe
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Every nation has its stories about the
origin of man and universe, so do
Chinese Han people. Popular stories
about the origin include tales of Fu Xi
and Nv Wa, Shen Nong, Yan Di and
Huang Di in remote history. These
stories are still being told today. They
are more than stories: they are the
explanation Han people’ s ancestors
made in the most primitive way to for
the understanding of Mother Nature
and history.

These mythologies are in almost
every field of life, about the origin of
the universe, fights man made against
hostile nature to keep surviving. Of
all, the story of Pan Gu who divided

heaven and earth is the most popular,

also the most influential.
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> Pan Gu Divided Heaven
and Earth

Almost every ancient people have
mythologies about the hero who created
heaven and earth. Chinese nation’s is
about Pan Gu, firstly seen in the book
written by Xu Zheng during the Three-
kingdom Period titled San Wu Li Ji or
Events in Ancient History, then, in Shu
Yi Ji or Stories of Unusual Happenings
authored by Ren Fang during the
Southern Dynasty.

In ancient antiquity, this legend says,
the heaven and earth was a lump like
a chicken egg. Waking up after 18000
years from fast sleep, Pan Gu, a giant,
saw no light around him. He tried to
stretch himself to yawn, and found he
himself was imprisoned in this ball, very
difficult to breathe. In anger, he pulled
out one of his teeth, turning it into an axe

with which he hacked around with all his
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might. He gave out huge sounds. The ball
slowly opened and fresh came in, which
rose to make an azure sky. Heavy and
thick stuff sank to make the vast earth.
From this moment, heaven and earth
came into being and the world was no
longer a dark mess.

Pan Gu felt tremendously relieved.
For fear of the heaven and earth
becoming a lump again, he held up the

heaven with his hands, his feet firmly

rooted on the earth. Each day, his body
grew about three meters, and this made
the heaven three meters higher, and earth
three meters thicker than before. After
108 thousand years, Pan Gu was 45
thousand kilometers tall, and his body
stopped growing. Pan Gu was exhausted.
After giving a final look to what he had
made, he collapsed with a thundering
sound and died.

He was dead but his body was still
there. The last breath from his mouth
became wind and clouds to be seen
in all seasons, and the sound he made
at the last moment became thunder in
the sky, his left eye became the sun to
shine upon the vast lands, his right eye
became the moon to light up the earth in
the evening, his hair and beard became
stars to shimmer in the evening sky, and
his blood, torrential rivers. His muscles

became fields, bones, flowers, trees,
tendons, roads, teeth, mineral
deposits, marrow, shining
pearls, and sweat, dews to
moisture crops. His body
became mountains in China: head
became Mount Tai, feet, Mount Hua, left
arm, Mount Heng(Hunan), right arm,
Mount Heng (Shaanxi), and belly, Mount

Song. This story showed the ancient
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Pan Gu Temple in Jiyuan, Henan Province
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belief about the relationship between man
and surroundings, and it gave rise to this
belief: man and heaven are one.

To memorialize him, later
generations build temples in his honor in
many places. This mythology spread far
and wide, even to minority peoples living
in China’s southern part like Miao, Yao,
who worshipped Pan Gu, taking him as
their distant ancestor. So did Zhuang,

Dong and Mulao peoples.
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King Pan'’s Festival, Yao People

As a minority ethnic group living in
China’s southwest, Yao people are found
in Guangxi, Hunan, Yunnan, Guangdong
and Guizhou, mostly, in mountainous areas.
To these peoples, the King Pan’s Festival
is a major day, a custom passed down
from their distance ancestors. On this day,
Yao people offer respect to King Pan who
created this world. It falls on the 16th day
of the tenth month in Chinese calendar,
when everyone is in his/her best to sing
“Eulogy to King Pan” and dance. The song
takes seven days and nights to finish. They
dance to the company of drumming, from
80-cm long drums. They turn and swirl in a
very exiting manner.

After the heaven and earth were created
by Pan Gu, the sun, the moon and stars
appeared in the sky and mountains and

vegetation on the earth, so did birds, fish,

They fought all the way from heaven to
the earth, leaving the world a huge mess.
Zhu Rong won, but defeated Gong Gong
was resentful. Infuriated, he knocked
his head against a magic mount named
Buzhou. It was the pillar to hold up the
sky. When the pillar collapsed, a huge
hole appeared in the sky and a big crack
in the earth, from which flood gushed out
with irresistible force. Taking this as an
opportunity, all fierce predators came out
of their hides to prey upon man.

At this, Nv Wa decided to mend the
sky. She piled up huge rocks on top of
a mountain, set up a stove and began to
prepare pulp with five-color stones.
