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project description

Crush 29 is a 836 mzfu[[—ser'uice, white tablecloth restaurant which looks to wine
country for design inspiration. The exterior reflects the restaurant’s unique connection
to the Napa Valley with its simple and timeless stone facade made of Napa Valley
native Tufa Stone. An intimate wine tasting bar and retail shop serves as entry from an
entrance courtyard, and frames the central circular bar, the architectural centerpiece of
the restaurant. A spectacular sculptural drum-like light fixture element sits above the
bar, and is fabricated from thousands of small mica disks, each unique in its color and
translucence.

The interior of the restaurant continues the wine country theme with rustic stone walls

and floors, and multiple fireplaces. Walnut planking supplies an organic, rustic feel
and is installed in varying board thicknesses and widths. This pattern play is mosl
dramatically expressed in the full height corner booths that call upon the form of woode
wine tanks. Special grooved acoustical ceiling planks surfaced with walnut venes
provides a warm skin to the main dining ceiling. The creamy golden hues and rough
texture of Texas Limestone adds to the organic material palette. Two private evenf
rooms for up to 50 are fashioned as wine caves. A wine library serves as a smaller privatt

dining room.
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project description

Barbacco, opened in San Francisco's Financial District, is the acclaimed 2006 Italian
restaurant on California Street. Inspired by traditional wine bars in Milan and Rome,
the space is sleek, urbane and welcoming. A dramatic shaped ceiling, evoking the lines of
a sports car, links the higher ceiling at the front of the restaurant with the lower ceiling
toward the rear. Forms, detailing, colors and art celebrate Italian culture, cinema, and
design.

The wine bar and eating counter sumptuously curve. An extended row of counter-
height tables provides flexibility, accommodating the change from daytime to evening.
Community tables cultivate a bustling atmosphere toward the front of the space. "Ferrari

Yellow" elements--a beverage case on one wall, with framed mirror —-horizontally line
the room. A frameless glass storefront provides views of the warm interior and opens the
restaurant to the urban landscape beyond.

Vibrant yellow combines with more subdued colors to complement the wall of exposed
brick, Negro Marquina stone and stainless steel create an urbane, almost industrial feel
that is moderated by the warm, textural, dark wood bar face. Walnut and chrome details
on the tables and chairs recall the dashboard of a luxury car. Bias-patterned gray and
yellow floor tiles reinforce the feeling of movement.
