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Abstract

The vein on bronze ware of the Shang and Zhou Dynasties is an
important component of * etiquette = painting in ancient China. It is
regarded as the password and key of art and thought at that time. This
monograph , following the standpoint of the academic history, reviews
the research history of the veins on bronze ware of the Shang and Zhou
Dynasties and centers on archaeology taotie design, thus raising many
problems which need to be focused on and solved in terms of the
research of the veins on bronze ware of the Shang and Zhou Dynasties.

In terms of research methods, the author does not limit to study
within the vein on bronze ware itself, but firstly, with the aid of
continuous and orderly ‘ Discourse’ formed by Oracle Bone Inscriptions
of the Shang Dynasty— Ancient Bronze Inscriptions of the Western
Zhou Dynasty—pre — Qin books and records of the Eastern Zhou
Dynasty , deduces and reconstructs changes the responsible social roles
and functions of etiquette bronzes wares of the Shang and Zhou
Dynasties from different historical periods.
