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Abstract

Annual Report on Guangzhou’s Rural Development (2014 ) is compiled in the new
situation of further carrying out the spirit of the Third Plenary Session of the 18th
Central Committee of CCP and comprehensive renovation of the countryside. The
agricultural population of Guangzhou is 2300000, amounting to 28% of the city’s
total registered permanent population. The rural area is 5827 square kms, amounting
to 78.4% of the city’s total area. There are 1142 rural party branches, amounting to
42.7% of the total city primary branches. The work of the countryside is a very
important part of Guangzhou’s development. One of the strategic goals of
Guangzhou’s new-pattern development of urbanization is to coordinate the urban and
rural development to carry out the goal of mutual benefit and mutual richness.

In the past years, Guangzhou set up a systematic plan on how to promote the
coordinated rural and urban development. According to the general plan, the “123”
urban function disposition plan, the general urban plan, the function controlling plan
and the village plan, etc have been linked up. In the platform system, the emphasis is
to build up the “2 +3 +11” main development platforms. Over 50% of the 16 main
platforms, other related main programmes and main projects are disposed in the
countryside, thus making a media for the development pattern changing, holding out
main factors of urban resources, and make the rural development possible. On the
main basic facilities construction, more efforts are made to fasten the building of
subways to link all districts ( county cities), to shorten the distance between the
metropolis and other cities. To promote quality resources of medical, educational and
other business to extend to the 2 new city areas, the 3 auxiliary centers to their
functions, especially when Conghua and Zengcheng are now changed into the
districts of Guangzhou, and finally break up the isolation of countryside from city. All
these measure will lay up a solid foundation for the coordinated urban and rural
development.

We must settle the problems of San nong (i. e the problems of the countryside,
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the peasants and the agriculture). We must plan the rural development in the general
situation of Guangzhou, form a new rural-urban relationship and to carry out the goal
of mutual richness by comprehensive promotion of coordination of urban-rural
planning, coordinated disposition of industries, basic infrastructure, public services,
job-marketing and social administration. Reforming is the unlimited power of social
development. Guangzhou must actively and steadily promote the rural reform,
making reform letting out dividends for rural development, pay high attention to the
basic status and function of the agriculture and the countryside, try every means to
promote the agricultural increasing, peasants’ increase of income and the rural
development.

Based on the basic judgment of the situation of the countryside work of
Guangzhou 2013, this yearbook is compiled as 4 chapters. After a review and
summary of the general achievements of the work of the countryside of Guangzhou,
the first chapter points out that the main problems of the rural development are: the
slow progress of land reform impairs the development of rural productive forces.
Rural planning and administration are lagging behind, new agricultural organizations
are not well supported, construction of the rural ecological environment remains at a
slow level, social administration of the countryside is faced with many difficulties.
The book make a prediction of the rural of Guangzhou 2014 : the level of livableness
and business making will be raised, new progress in the rural strategic development
platform will be made, transform and upgrading of the agriculture will be faster, new
progress will be made in coordination of the rural and urban development, task of
rural ecological administration construction will be tough, there is still a long way to
go for the supervision of the agricultural product quality. Hence the book makes
some ideas and proposals for the rural development: to push the land reform forward,
promote the construction of rural ecological civilization, make more efforts to support
the new agricultural organizations, raise the level of village planning and construction,
amplify further strengthen the rural administration system. The second chapter consists
of comprehensive articles which are mainly about the overall rural economic and social
development of Guangzhou, the making and execution of rural development plan,
the construction of agricultural technology renovation system, the problem of
changing villagers into city dwellers, supervision of agricultural product quality,

policy of agricultural subsidy and study of disposition of rural and urban resources.
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Articles of special study are listed in the third chapter. They are mainly study and
research of some problems Guangzhou faces: the agricultural electronic commerce,
the insurance systems concerning natural calamity when citizens meet, the
construction of “happy villages” , the problems and opinions about the development
of Conghua, the development of milk industry, the situation of Beijing and
Shanghai, etc. Articles of investigation and analysis are arranged in the fourth
chapter. These essays are mainly about the satisfaction quotient of the peasants about
their life, ideas and analysis of township economic and social development, the
income increasing of peasants of mountainous areas, the agricultural production, the

household income and expenditure of the peasants, etc.
