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Abstract

The purpose of the book is to present a new paradigm of the
teaching research. It prefers that the teaching activity should be
studied in a holistic, dynamic and active approach, rather than the
lopsided, static and passive way. The researchers should face to the
complicate and realistic teaching practice directly to discover the
sociality essence of teaching, which could be used to understand
the problems of the teaching activities. The text attempts to make
the teaching research nearer to the teaching practice by means of
transforming the macro problems into micro ones.

The text insists that the sociality is the essence of teaching
activity, since the teaching activity is generated actively in the in-
teraction between the teaching activity and the other social prac-
tices. The sociality of teaching is the generated during the interac-
tion between the teaching activity and the other social practice, in-
stead of restricted passively by the political and economy system or

the abstract human relation. The main points may be summarized



as follows. First , the subject of teaching is not the abstract, isolate

and accidental individuality, but the historical, concrete and actual
social individuality. Secondly, teaching activity is developed in the
interaction between the teaching activity and other social practice,
the material production practice in particular. Thirdly, the teaching
activity plays a distinctive role by participating in the social re-
forming actively. In teaching activity , the sociality has high gener-
alizing and great containing significance. It not only generalizes the
diversified characteristics of the teaching activity, but explains
them. It not only represents the essence of the social practice in
teaching activities, but a necessary premise of the teaching activi-
ty.

To analysis the sociality of teaching activity, the text insists
that:

First, the teaching activity is generated in the social practice
ultimately. The teaching activity could not be deduced from the
logic, or from the subjective imagination. The teaching activity is
closely bound up to the actual social practice, The teaching activity
is restricted to the social practice, and also obtain the motive force
of the development from it.

Secondly, the teaching communication is the external indica-
tions of the sociality of teaching activity. The varied and complicat-
ed interpersonal relationship is the perceptual form of the sociality
of the teaching activity. The relation of the teacher — student and
the student-student is not only the precise of the teaching activi-

ty, but also the teaching activity itself. The construction of the rea-



sonable relationship of teaching communication needs proper
teaching environment, as well as the social environment.

Thirdly, curriculum is the implicit indication of the teaching
activity. The determining of curriculum — development theory, the
selecting and revising of the curriculum content, the curriculum in-
terpreting of the teacher, and the curriculum understanding of the
student, are not a pure process of science, but a complicated social
phenomenon. It indicates the social claims to the teaching, reflects
the interests of the curriculum developers and the actual teaching
life.

From the perspective of the sociality of teaching, the teaching
practice can be explained reasonably. For example, teaching reform
can be viewed as an eternal theme. The reasonability may not de-
pend on the reasonability of its theory, but that of the practice. The
reasonable teaching reform is actively generated in the teaching

practice, and it is always an evolutionary process.
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
