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Miniature landscape is one of traditional chinese arts, which has
a long history and unique style. It could be traced back to China’s Han
and Jin Dynasties (206 B. C. ) and took shape in China’s Tang Dynasty
(618 A. D. ). It had developed dynasty after dynasty until the end of
China’s Qing Dynasty (1911 A. D. ) when it declined for a time. In the
modern time, however, Chinese miniature landscape rejuvenated with
masters in unprecedented numbers.

Influenced by his family Mr. Zhao Qingquan had a deep love
for miniature landscape since his childhood. Then he received my
insturction and dedicated to the innovation of the art. He has achieved
a great deal, especially his unique landscape works with or without
water. Fresh and natural, Zhao’s works is pleasing to both the eye and
the mind, making you have a deep longing;its rocks emotional, it’s hills
in picturesque disarray, its water waving and trees aging.

Mr. Zhao has created a great number of minature landscape pieces
and has won quite a number of prizes. Various kinds of his writings
have been published and enjoyed good comment, among which those
in English and published abroad have significantly developed the art
of Chinese miniature landscape. This book, compiled by Mr. Wang
Chuanlong and Mr. Zhao Qingquan, has summarized the experience of
Mr. Zhao’s art and his thought of creativity. It could be a reference for
both landscape professionals and amateurs. The publishing of the book
is really good news to the miniature landscape circle.
