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Abstract

The Report on China’s Non -Traditional Security Studies (2014 — 2015) was
released at the start of the Chinese New Year in 2015. During China’s security
experience over the past year several milestones have been reached. The first
meeting of the China’s State Security Commission has been held, and the “overall
national security outlook” has been introduced. This concept covers the entire
outlook of China’s new national security system and consists of constructing eleven
new national security subsystems. In addition, in the past year we have seen the
establishment of several national security strategies such as “People’s security as the
purpose, political security as the base, economic security as the foundation,
military security and cultural security and societal security as protection. ”
Moreover, the promotion of an “new Asian security concept ” based on principles
such as “ commonness , comprehensiveness, cooperation and sustainability” has
provided a beacon for deeper Chinese reforms.

This study is composed of three parts, namely a general report, a
comprehensive report, and a selection of individual reports. There are ten
important aspects of security studies that are stressed in the foreword. The general
report introduces an important concept of “field security”, and classifies non-
traditional security into four categories: heterogeneous, exogenous, dual-genic,
and endogenous. According to this classification, general report has drawn on a
scenario of non-traditional security challenges in 2014 —2015. It also explains the
theoretical explorations and recent contributions to the paradigms of “sustainable
security” , “international symbiotic relations” , “creative involvement” , “morality

realism” , “shared security”, “effective security” by Chinese researchers. The

comprehensive reports expound on the new Asia security concept from the author’s

own unique perspective and analyse the “securitization” of the China-Japan-Korea

Maritime Security Compound and the East China Sea. Meanwhile, fourteen

individual reports are classified into four types: “Heterogeneous Non-traditional
Security Threats” , “ Exogenous Non-traditional Security Threats” , “ Dual-genic
Non-traditional Security Threats”, and * Endogenous Non-traditional Security
Threats” . Collectively, the individual reports cover issues such as global anti-
terrorism, maritime security, transnational crime governance, energy security,
inspection and quarantine security, environmental security, frontier security,
immigration security, urban security, and land security.

This book reexamines “the overall national security outlook” in the context
of “field security”, then revisits the analytical framework for classifying and
analyzing non-traditional security threats. In particular, this study emphasizes issues
interwoven across international and domestic, as well as traditional and non-
traditional fault lines. We focus on the relationship between non-traditional security
and the people’s livelihood. In a word, this book showcases some of the recent
improvements and progress made by Chinese scholars on non-traditional security

studies.
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
