Jobs' birth parents met at the University of Wisconsin at Madison.
When his mother became pregnant, his grandfather vehemently ( 3! )
refused to let them married, then his mother ended up going to California
to have the baby and give it up for adoption ( 1 5% ) . His adoptive father
showed Steve how to work on electronics in the family garage, as a result, he
became interested in and developed a hobby of technical tinkering ( &+,
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&4 ) .

Following high school graduation, Jobs enrolled at
Reed College. His parents were spending much of their
life savings on their son’s higher education. Jobs dropped
out of college after six months and spent the next 18
months dropping in on creative classes, including a
course on calligraphy ( $% ) .

In 1972, Steve Wozniak designed his own version of the classic video
game Pong. After finishing it, Wozniak gave the board to Jobs, who then
took the game down to Atari, Inc.In 1976, Wozniak single-handedly ( 2344 )
invented the Apple | computer. Wozniak, Jobs and Ronald Wayne formed
Apple Computer in the garage of Jobs' parents. Wayne stayed only a short
time, leaving Jobs and Wozniak as the active primary cofounders of the
company.

After a power struggle with the board of directors, Jobs left Apple
and founded NeXT, a computer platform ( # & ) development company
specializing in the higher-education and business markets. Jobs returned to
Apple as an advisor and took control of the company as an interim CEO. Jobs
brought Apple from nearly bankruptcy ( &7 ) to profitability by 1998.

Early on in his life, Gates' parents had a law
career in mind for him. His family encouraged
competition. When he was in the eighth grade,
Gates took an interest in programming the GE

system in BASIC and was excused from math
classes to pursue his interest. He wrote his first computer program on this



machine. He scored ( 5 %|---- & 4r %) 1590 out of 1600 on the SAT and
enrolled at Harvard College in the autumn of 1973.

The following year saw the release of the MITS Altair 8800 based on the
Intel 8080 CPU and Gates and Allen saw this as the opportunity to start their
own computer software company. Gates dropped out of (&% ) Harvard at
this time.

During Microsoft's early years, all employees had broad responsibility
for the company’s business. Gates oversaw the business details, but
continued to write code as well. In the first five years, Gates personally
reviewed every line of code the company shipped, and often rewrote parts
of it as he saw fit. From Microsoft’s founding in 1975 until 2006, Gates had
primary ( =Z#) ) responsibility for the company’s product strategy ( &5 ).
He aggressively ( 12 B # ) broadened the company’s range of products,
and wherever Microsoft achieved a dominant position he vigorously ( X771 )
defended it.
