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Nature, Structure and Forms of Chinese Social Contradiction

Abstract: In essence, Chinese social contradiction mainly comes from the structural con-
flict caused by three social changes like transitional society, risk society and cyber society. In
the whole, Chinese social contradiction covers four levels including the popular dissatisfaction
among the common people, collective hostility to those benefit groups, specific interest conflict
and mass incidents with violence. As a result, Chinese social contradiction is a dynamic
process, with the social contradiction transferring from the lower level to the higher level.
Therefore, it is significant to change the structure and form to be a better one, by absorbing and
integrating the social contradictions in each level within the institution, so as to prevent them to
be transited from down to top.
