Primary education includes grades 1 through 5 or 56, and
may also provide kindergarten as a preparation for first grade. Referred to as
elementary school. these grades are usually taught by one teacher in a
self-contained classroom. Intermediate grades begin with grade 6 or 7 and offer
three years of instruction. At this level, teams of teachers may collaborate to
provide subject-based classes similar to those offered in high school. Viewed
as a preparation for high school, intermediate education is known as junior high
school. At grade 9 or 10. secondary school begins. Classes taught by subject
specialists usually last about fifty minutes to allow a student ten minutes to
move to the next class before it begins at the top of the hour. At the end of
twelve successful grades of instruction. students are eligible for 3 secondary

® The response contains language errors or
expressions that largely obscure connections or
meaning at key junctures, or that would likely
obscure understanding of key ideas for a reader not
already familiar with the reading and the lecture
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A response at this level is marked by one or more
of the following:

® The response provides little or no meaningful
or relevant coherent content from the lecture

® The language level of the response is so low
that it is difficult to derive meaning
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
