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In this network era, people can get all sorts of information easily, but it is still a
challenge to acquire professional knowledge that is systematic, scientific and standard in the
vast ocean of knowledge.

The foundation for fine art education is to cultivate students’ artistic creativity. To
achieve this goal, we have adopted the teaching method of case—study, through abundant
trainings combining theories and practices to elevate students’ perceptual knowledge on
fine arts to a higher, wider and more scientific aesthetic level, i.e. a way of thinkihg
rationally, to have them realize the uniqueness of art, master the rule® and apply effective
basic theories and methods into their study to develop a creative spirit, so as to achieve the
teaching objective that is ideal and conforms with the artistic rule.
