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The Berlin Festival of Lights was founded in 2005 by the Berlin-born
Birgit Zande. From there it developed into one of the biggest and best
known public illumination festivals. For this year the installation at the
Brandenburg Gate was developed into the flagship attraction of the
festival. Zander & Partner with its technical director of the festival, Gunter
Birnbaum, developed and produced a stunning 3D video mapping
application where four high brightness projectors are shooting their light
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to the front side of the Brandenburg Gate from the Pariser Platz. To
illuminate a surface of the size of the Brandenburg Gate, even at night,
requires a strong and bright projection technology. At the same time the
complex shape of the building with its multiple steps and corners does not
provide an even projection surface, so that the projection content requires

geometric adjustment. The Panasonic PT-DZ21K projector looked the
ideal projector for this, a projector with 20,000 Lumen brightness and
onboard geometric adjustment. Additionally with its compact size, low
weight and 16A standard power supply it that eased the setup and
handling tremendously.

With the innovative four-lamp system the projector provided a high failure
safety. This was seen as essential for an installation with such a strong
exposure. The Berlin based Rental Company TST GmbH served as the
equipment supplier to the festival and as that installed four PT-DZ21K
in front of the Brandenburg Gate, connected to a media server with AV
Stumpfl Wings Platinum and managed this installation throughout the
festival period. Resulting in one of the most stunning and eye-catching




installations at 2012 Berlin Festival of Lights, Panasonic
PT-DZ21K proved once again it's superior performance in
the events sector, creating a new visual experience at the
Brandenburg Gate. For twelve days this October, Berlin will
be brightly illuminated with splashes of light that transform the
city into a colorful work of art. Berlin' s ninth annual Festival
of Lights is one of the largest light shows in the world: more
than 100 buildings, streets and landmarks will be brightly
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decorated with eye-catching patterns and images.

This year' s festival is titled "Rediscovering Modern Art"—
a theme that will be fulfilled with light projections of famous
paintings and ideas by artists such as Roy Lichtenstein, Andy
Warhol, Piet Mondrian and Keith Haring. Quotes by modern
artists will creep across buildings, bright lights will make
skyscrapers twice as magnificent and even the ground will be
illuminated with brilliant splashes of color.
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The Berlin Funkturm will be illuminated in pink, thereby honoring the
United Nations' International Day of the Girl, which takes place on Oct.
11. Potsdamer Platz will be decorated with 8-meter- high (26 feet) blades
of grass with tips that glow red at night. A collection of 18th century
French paintings will illuminate the Charlottenburg Palace, while the US
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Embassy in Berlin will feature light shows based on two motifs: "Ich bin
ein Berliner" and "l have a dream".

Other illuminated landmarks include the Reichstag, the Victory Column,
the Berlin Cathedral, the Fernsehturm (TV Tower) and the Brandenburg
Gate.
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The Moscow international festival "Circle of Light" is yearly spectacle,
during which light designers and specialists in 2D-and 3D-graphics

use the architectural space of Moscow as a canvas for multimedia and
luminance installations.

The main theme for this years' event was "Journey Round the Light". The
festival included a spectacular video mapping contest called "Art Vision",
where professional and amateur video mappers from 26 countries took part.
During the closing ceremony, an impressive 3D-mapping installation
immersed its captive audience into the exciting history theatre during
Ancient Egypt and Greece, the Renaissance and the middle Ages. Some
of the other themes presented to the lucky Muscovites were nature and the
ballet.

This, the fourth festival, became the largest in its history. The locations
for the event, Ostankino, the VDNKh, the Bolshoi Theater, the Tsaritsyno
museum and Manezhnaya square all hosted massive light displays. During
the four days of the festival, more than six million people visited the various
locations and more than 500 thousand people visited lightfest.ru website
every day.
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
