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Abstract

Africa is surrounded by ocean and rich in fishery resources. Ocean and inland
fisheries play important roles in food safety, providing employment and increasing
revenues. Fisheries and its related activities such as fish processing, fishing agree-
ments and license fee are an important source of gross domestic product (GDP).
Maintaining the fishery's long-term prosperity and sustainable development not
only has important political and social significances, but also possess economic and
ecological values.In the first chapter. the geographical environment of fishery re-
sources in Africa was analyzed from three aspects: the coast, the inland rivers and
lakes, and summarizes the general situation of the water resources in sub-regions in
Africa. The total length of African coastline is 32000 km, and it is lack of gulf and
peninsula. Gulf of Guinea is the largest gulf and Somalia peninsula is the biggest
peninsula, Madagascar is Africa’s largest and the world’s fourth largest island. All
river runoffs of the continent are not very rich because of the large arid and semiarid
regions. but continent’s annual runoff still has more than 4.184 trillion cubic me-
ters, ranking after Asia and North-South America. Spacial and temporal distribu-
tions of water resources, especially the surface runoff distribution is very uneven.
Runoffs in the Sahara desert in North Africa and other arid and semi-arid regions
are relatively scarce; and some of the river basin is often flooding because of the
rain concentration in the rain season.

In the second chapter the anthors analyzed the fishery resource development
and problems in the world and Africa from the processes of world fisheries
resources exploitation and discussed how to exploit fishery resources in Africa ra-
tionally. According to the report of “ State of the World's Fisheries and
Aquaculture” (Food and Agriculture Organization published in 2012, the global
fishery production has sharply increased from less than 20 million tons in 1950 to
150 million tons in 2010. African fisheries resources are rich and with huge poten-
tial. In the year of 2011, the capture fishery production was about 11 million tons in
African’s surrounding seas (the capture including other countries fishing in African
waters) , and the inland capture and aquaculture fishery production was almost 3.8
million tons. In the past half century the total fishery production increased quickly

from 2.6 million tons in the 1960s to more than 4 million tons in the 1970s, and in
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the year of 2011 the total fishery production was close to 15 million tons. The main
fishing nations are Morocco. Nigeria, South Africa, Egypt. However. in many
parts of Africa, fisheries and aquaculture development need more attention and ef-
forts, Sea food and inland fishes consumption remained at low levels. There are
many problems of the fishery resources development activities in Africa, The third
chapter contained the marine fishery resources development situation in African sea
waters. Africa is surrounded by oceans and and has abundant marine fishery re-
sources and the fishery environment is more diversified. This chapter respectively
demonstrated the marine fisheries in the west, the southwest, east and north
Africa marine fishery areas. Marine fisheries in Africa was divided into two parts:
traditional fishery and industrial fishery. Industrial fishery was controlled by the
foreign countries and most of the countries’ marine catches are provided by the tra-
ditional fisheries. The processing equipment, refrigeration equipment and sea food
market condition of marine fisheries in Africa are not perfect.

The natural conditions and the overall development status of the inland
fisheries were briefly introduced in the fourth chapter and discussed the catch data
of inland fisheries in Africa (1950—2007) collected by the Food and Agriculture
Organization ( FAQO). The quality of the statistical data in different African
countries varied sharply. The inland fisheries infrastructure in many countries was
lack of government support, data collection and reporting are blocked, data relia-
bility was low.

The fifth chapter included a brief introduction of the the long fishery history in
Africa and the analysis of the problems in modern fishery resources development in
Africa. In recent years, illegal fishing problem is gaining momentum, according to
a conservative estimate by British marine resources assessment team in 2005, the a-
mount of fishing in Africa is more than $ 1 billion per year, due to illegal and unre-
strained fishing. More than 40% of the fishing in West Africa is illegal .In recent 20
years, African countries and international organizations have made huge progress in
fisheries management and relevant scientific research, laying a good foundation for
the sustainable development of fishery in Africa.

The last chapter contained the discussion of the international cooperation in
fishery resource exploitation in Africa, and analysis of the cooperative development
status between China and African countries in the field of fishery and some

problems in the cooperation, pointing out that the cooperative development is now
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in good condition, and the developing trend of Sino-African relationship would ac-
celerate the fishery cooperation investment. This chapter also contained some sug-

gestions and ideas in regard to African fishery cooperation with China in the future.
