Abstract: Over the past 30 years peer feedback has been extensively employed in the
teaching of ESL/EFL writing abroad. As a useful and necessary complement to teacher-
written feedback, it has played an equally important role in facilitating ESL/EFL learner
writing skills. In the recent 10 years,it has also been implemented in China’s EFL writing
classroom and positively valued by both the teachers and EFL learners. A statistic analysis of
the 30 years of research based on the 22 foreign and domestic referred linguistic journals in
SLA/EFL shows whereas domestic research is comparatively scarce there is an impressive
data abroad:five lines of research have been done on the efficacy that peer feedback has in
improving learners’ writing abilities and their overall writing proficiency. A further analysis
has been made of the five lines of research and their major findings. The analysis shows that
there are limitations for the past research. They include that the methodology needs to be
improved, other related lines of research need to be expanded and that peer feedback
checklists need to be made for each and every peer feedback task. It is hoped that the
overview could provide some insights for domestic peer feedback research and classroom
practice.
