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Gone with the Wind is a 1939 American
historical epic film adapted from Margaret
Mitchell’s Pulitzer-winning 1936 novel of the
same name. Set in the 19th century American
South, the film was acted by Clark Gable,
Vivien Leigh and others. It tells a story of the
American Civil War and Reconstruction
from a Southern point of view. Gone with
the Wind is considered one of the top rated
romance films and an enduring symbol of the
golden age of Hollywood.

The film opens on a large cotton ?
called Tara in rural Georgia in 1861, on the
eve of the American
Civil War. Scarlett
O’Hara is the oldest
daughter of Irish
immigrant Gerald
O’Hara and his
wife, Ellen O’Hara.

But
Scarlett is quickly * when Charles dies

from a bout of pneumonia.

Scarlett’s mother sends her to the Hamilton
home in Atlanta in order to cheer her up.
Scarlett meets Rhett who now is a hero for
the Confederacy. While they dance, Rhett tells

her of his intention to win her.

Eight months later, as the city is by

the Union Army in the Atlanta Campaign,
Melanie goes into a J
and difficult labor. Scarlett stays
and helps her. At this moment,
Rhett appears with a horse and
wagon to take them out of the
city on a perilous journey through

the burning depot and warehouse
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district. He leaves them on the road leading
to Tara. Then he goes off to fight with the
Confederate Army.

After she returns home, Scarlett finds her
mother has just died and her father’s mind
has begun to ® under the strain. With
Tara pillaged by Union troops, and the fields
untended, Scarlett vows she will do anything
for the survival of her family and herself.

With the defeat of the Confederacy and
war’s end, Ashley returns g
home. The ’ &
Ashley finds he is of

little help to Tara, and
when Scarlett begs him
to run away with her, he
confesses his desire for
her and kisses her passionately, but says he

cannot leave Melanie.

Gerald O’Hara dies. Scarlett is left to support
the family, and realizes she cannot pay the
rising taxes on Tara. Knowing that Rhett is in
Atlanta, she dresses herself and goes there.
However, Rhett, now in jail, tells her his

foreign bank accounts have been blocked.

As Scarlett departs Rhett in jail, she encounters

her sister’s fiancé, Frank Kennedy, who now
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owns a successful general store and lumber
mill. After becoming Mrs. Frank Kennedy,
Scarlett takes over his business, and settles in
Atlanta. But one night, Frank is killed when
he makes a night raid on the s

With Frank’s funeral barely over, Rhett
visits Scarlett and proposes marriage.
Scarlett accepts, partially for his money.
Later, the two have a daughter named

Bonnie. But Scarlett still pines for Ashley.

Little Bonnie dies in a fall while attempting
to jump a fence with her pony. Scarlett
blames Rhett, and Rhett blames himself.

Then Melanie collapses during a second
pregnancy. After her death, Ashley is
sorrowful, helpless without his wife. At the
moment, Scarlett realizes that she never
could have meant anything to him, and
that she had loved something that never
really existed.

She runs home to find Rhett packing
to leave her, she begs him not to leave.
However, he refuses.She sits on her stairs
and weeps in despair, then hope lights
Scarlett’s face: “After all, tomorrow is

another day!”
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Rhett, Rhett! Where are you going?

I’m going to Charleston, back where I
belong.

Please, please...take me with you!

No. ’m through with everything here. I want
peace...I want to see if somewhere there is
something left in life, in life of charm and

grace...Do you know what ’m talking about?

No, I only know I love you.

That’s your misfortune.

Oh, Rhett, Rhett! Rhett! Rhett! But Rhett, if
you go, what shall I do? Where shall I go?
Frankly, my dear, I don’t give a damn!

I can’t let him go! I can’t! I won’t think
about losing him now! I’ll think about that

tomorrow... After all, tomorrow is another

day!
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
