Abstract

In 2011 people in Guizhou province overcame the adverse effect of drought that is
of long duration, wide range, deep degree and not even occurring in a hundred years.
Economic and social development presents the fast development, accelerating transition,
better benefit, improved livelihood of the people, and the favorable situation that
aftereffect enhances.

Economic development was obviously fast, as the estimates for GDP is 570. 184
billion yuan ( RMB ), increasing 110.782 billion yuan, growth of 15% , and
increasing ratio of 2. 2 percentage points higher than the last year, and investment in
fixed assets is 510. 155 billion yuan, increasing 191.527 billion yuan, growth of
60. 1% , which stimulated economic growth of 10 percentage points. Main economic
indicator of growth has been the highest in nearly 20 years. Several important index
increment breaks through 100 billion yuan, creating the economic development of the
“Guizhou speed”.

While economy grows quickly, provincial party committee and the provincial
government are very concerned about the issue of people’s livelihood. “Ten Major
Livelihood Projects” was taken as the representative of the development of social
undertakings. With the development of social undertakings and the fields of the rapid
growth of investment in weak links, It has been invested 65 billion in “Ten Major
Livelihood Projects” the social development of Guizhou province is at “ Guizhou speed”.

It is obvious that people’s living standard are greatly boosted. With 16.49501
thousand yuan per capital disposable income growth for urban residents, 414.535 yuan
per capital net income for farmers, and 12% and 15% of the actual growth respectively,
there are more ways of adding extra income for the farmers, like the farmers’ range rise of
net income is higher than that of dominating income of the citizens, and the gap between
the income of the farmers and that of the citizens tend to be narrowed.

While Labor and employment work was pushed ahead and the level of social
security has been improved. At the same time basic pension, medical care,
unemployment, work injury and maternity insurance coverage has further expanded.

With the establishment of a minimum living security and unemployment insurance



standards and prices rise hook linkage mechanism, carrying out a wide range of peace
building activities, and strengthening the construction of social security prevention
system, people’s sense of security and satisfaction have been further improved.

The priority of education development status has been further consolidated. As a
result, the construction of public kindergartens run by villages and towns and offices of
the street and the construction of boarding schools in rural areas were accelerated and
compulsory education schools project was promoted. And all rural primary and secondary
schools have school canteens. And the general high school and occupation school
construction was increased. The construction in Huaxi university area is in full swing,
and at Guizhou university, the first period of expansion project has been accomplished.

There is also further development in cultural arts, movies, TV programs, the
media and the press. The new rural cooperative medical participation rate reached
97.10% , endemic fluorosis control task was completed a year ahead of schedule, and
infectious disease incidence rate dropped significantly. The level of food and drug safety
guarantee was further enhanced.

The report shows that as the province development strategies change and No. 2 was
promulgated by State Council in 2012, which was proposed by { The opinion of further
strengthening and improving the economic society sound and fast development of the
Guizhou province). With a new round of the propulsion of western development, a
new round of assault fortified positions of poverty alleviation , the implement of “12th
Five-Year Plan” and “Ten People’s Livelihood Projects”, and people- oriented idea
winning support among the general public, in 2012 the society in Guizhou province
will develop more rapidly, the level of public services will be further enhanced, and
people’s living standard will be further improved.

However, as the development foundation in Guizhou province is weak and
economic society is still relatively backward in the stage of development, social
construction and social development insufficient phenomenon stll exists, and the
contradiction between people’s demand and economic society development is still
formidable. The innovation of social management and social security will be influenced
by the changes which were brought by some industrial provinces and urbanization
driving the strategies to be carried out. A mse of oil and food prices will challenge a
lower price level. Alleviating employment pressure, especially the migrant workers

groups and the employment situation of university graduates will still be serious.
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
